	It is an expectation that the children should know all of their times tables facts by the end of Year 4.

Because of this, there is no specific focus times tables set for the children each term.  As the term progresses, teachers will be able to get more evidence of which times tables children need to be more confident in and work on more which will be relayed to them.

You must work on one of your times tables sets each week or a random group of twelve calculations from different times tables. 

Things to do to help get better
· Keep challenging yourself on Times Table Rock Stars. 
· Do your tables in different orders.
· Do the tables as division facts instead- e.g. instead of 4 x 5 = 20, write 20 ÷ 5 =4 etc.
· Do the tables but with multiples of 10- e.g. instead of 9 x 5 = 45, do 90 x 5 =450


	Extra Tasks – 
We would like you to choose two of the following tasks to complete and submit by Friday 6th  February
All handwriting must be joined when children are writing in their homework books.

	Task 1 – Design a menu (3 starters, 3 mains, 3 desserts) showcasing UK produce as the key ingredient of each dish. You could present your menu using your IT skills.


	Task 2 – Develop your food preparation and cooking skills by helping out in the kitchen at home – take some photos/draw a picture of your meal and write a set of instructions for how to create your dish. Be detailed and think about your vocabulary!


	Task 3 – Create an informative poster based on the Eat Well plate. This should demonstrate your understanding of the main food groups (carbohydrates, protein, fruit and vegetables, fats, dairy) as well what is considered to be a healthy balanced diet. Don’t forget to mention water!


	Task 4 – Carry out some Geographer fieldwork by exploring a continent of your choice (avoid Antarctica!). Research the main foods grown in different countries within that continent and explain how climate zones and latitude play a part in food growth.
