	It is an expectation that the children should know all of their times tables facts by the end of Year 4.

Because of this, there is no specific focus times tables set for the children each term.  As the term progresses, teachers will be able to get more evidence of which times tables children need to be more confident in and work on more which will be relayed to them.

You must work on one of your times tables sets each week or a random group of twelve calculations from different times tables. 

Things to do to help get better
· Keep challenging yourself on Times Table Rock Stars. 
· Do your tables in different orders.
· Do the tables as division facts instead- e.g. instead of 4 x 5 = 20, write 20 ÷ 5 =4 etc.
· Do the tables but with multiples of 10- e.g. instead of 9 x 5 = 45, do 90 x 5 =450


	Extra Tasks – 
We would like you to choose two of the following tasks to complete and submit by Friday 15th May
All handwriting must be joined when children are writing in their homework books.

	Task 1 (Scientist) – Create a PowerPoint or information poster about a solar eclipse.  Make sure the information is written in your own words so that you would be able to explain it.

	Task 2 (Scientist/ Author) – Create and film a shadow puppet play suitable for Red Area children.  You could build the stage or project the light onto a blank wall.

	Task 3 (Author) – Write a poem about shadows.  The poem can either be an acrostic or four verses of four lines each.  Can you make it rhyme?


	Task 4 (Scientist/ Historian) – Sir Isaac Newton discovered the light spectrum which we will be learning about in class.  Create a fact-file about him and his other important discoveries.  Make sure that all information you find is written up in your own words so that you understand what you have written.


	Task 5 (Athlete)– Create and film a dance which involves shadows and light.  The shadows must be as varied and creative as possible.
