Turnover of staff meant that confidence in PE teaching wasn’t as high as previous years.
Nearly 60% of school population had taken part in at least one inter-school sport fixture.

156 inter-school sports fixtures completed over 36 different sports.


Girls’ football team reached the national finals of two competitions with finals taking place at Derby’s Pride Park and Brentford’s G-Tech Stadium.
Participation in inter-school sports had increased.

The school continues to be one of the highest, if not the highest, participator in inter-school sports in our area (see external sports partnership data).  
We have completed 145 inter-school sports fixtures across 34 different sports in the academic year 2024-25.  
155 children out of 296 in the school community have taken part in at least one inter-school sport fixture during the academic year.

We have led the creation of four new competitions for our MAT.


Swimming data-  
82% of Year 6 children can swim competently, confidently and proficiently over a distance of 25 metres.
77% of Year 6 children can use a range of strokes.
36% of Year 6 children can perform safe self-rescue in the water.
